Comments (type of material, biological specimens, unusual circumstances, etc): Upon inspection of load #285 at 2022 hrs,
observer Jennifer Scott recovered the head and right foreflipper of a Kemp's ridley from the lander. The dragheads, and skimmers were re-inspected for missing parts,

however none were found. Age class possibilities could range between juvenile and sub-adult. The curved head width was taken at the top of the 2nd

pair of pre-frontals and is 4.0 cm. A curved flipper length was taken from the ulna to the tip of the 3rd phalange and is 21.4 cm. For all other information,
please see Jennifer Scott's reports.

No other biological specimens were found during the day. Non-biological contents consisted of fishing line, rope, pieces of metal, plastic and pvc pipe.

All observed animal behavior appeared to be normal and was consistent with feeding.
